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“Survey on the Ministry Environment of Korean-

Church Pastors ad the Cumrent State of Next-
Education”
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In February 2025, a nationwide survey was conducted among Korean-
American church pastors in the United States. Supported by a grant
from the Lilly Endowment, the survey aimed to assess the aurrent
state of Korean immigrant churches and explore strategic directions
for next-generation faith  education.

Over a ten-day period, a total of 54 pastors participated in the survey.
The majority of respondents were first-generation  senior pastors
affiliated with the Korean Presbyterian Churches in America (Kosin).
According to the results, most pastors were serving in churches that
primarily conduct services in Korean and are composed mainly of
middle-aged and senior congregants. More than half of the churches
had fewer than 100 adults attending Sunday worship. Attendance in
children and youth services was also generally low, raising concerns
about generational decline and disengagement.

While seminary education received an overall positive evaluation,
respondents expressed a strong need for practical ministry training
and spiritual formation to meet the demands of a changing ministry
environment. Specific areas of need included sermon preparation,

Bible teaching, multicultural communication, conflict resolution,
and counseling skills.
In tems of understanding the next generation, most  respondents

indicated they had a moderate level of understanding. Key priorities for
youth ministry included developing discipleship strategies, transmitting
faith across generations, and strengthening cultural sensitivity and
communication.
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Accordingly, there was a recognized needfor training youth pastors in LIFT FUND £33 2t (Giving Information)
empathy, spiritual depth, and mission- driven leadership development.
