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Graduation Ceremony Held in Uganda

Honorary Doctorates in Missiology Also Conferred

On the morning of Wednesday, July 23, Evangelia University
held a special graduation ceremony in Kampala, Uganda,
awarding Bachelor of Arts in Biblical Studies (BABS) degrees
to 16 local ministry leaders. President Dr. Jongkuk Kim and
Vice President Dr. Soonhae Kang attended the event in person,
which was held at the Union Vision Mission (UVM) Center
currently under construction with support from Podowon
Church(SR. Pstr Moonhoon Kim, EU Vice President for Public
Affairs. The venue was filled with over 3,000 attendees.

The graduation worship service was led by Missionary
Taeyeon Kim, with interpretation provided by second-
generation Korean missionaries and local pastors in multiple
languages. Rev. Hongjoo Kim, a UMV board member, shared a
message of encouragement from 2 Chronicles 16:9-13. The
graduates had completed their degree through Evangelia's
distance education program after being trained in the gospel
through the partnership with UMV. In addition to the
graduating class, more than 30 students in Uganda are
preparing to begin the Master of Divinity (M.Div.) program the
Fall semester of 2025.eremony, Evangelia University also
awarded honorary Doctor of Missiology degrees to Rev. Sung
Goan Kim (Chairman of UMV) and Missionary Jinhyun Kim
(Director of UVM) in recognition of their outstanding
contributions to missions across Africa and beyond.
