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The Fall 2025 New Student Orientation was held online via
Zoom on August 26, with sessions in the morning and
afternoon. A total of 57 students joined the university this
semester. The English-language Master of Divinity(M.Div.) and
Master of Arts in Religion(MAR) programs welcomed 42
students. The Korean-language Master of Divinity and Master of
art in Christian Education programs admitted 7 students, while 5
students entered doctoral programs and 3 joined bachelor’s
programs.
