2025 Academic Year Opening and Convocation Service

Evangelia University held its 2025 Academic Year Opening
and Convocation Service on September 4, connecting the main
auditorium with online participants. Faculty, current students,
visiting Doctor of Ministry students from Korea, and new
students joined together for a meaningful time of worship and
fellowship.

The service was led by Vice President Soonhae Kang, with
Professor Chahi Won offering the opening prayer. Professor
Jin Heung Kim (Church History, Alpha Crucis College,
Australia) preached from Titus 2:11-15 under the theme “The
Two Works of God's Grace.”

During the convocation, President Jongkook Kim declared
the opening of the academic year, and Ben Okot (MDiv,
Uganda) gave the student pledge on behalf of the incoming
class. Encouraging and welcoming remarks were also shared
by Professor Jaeseung Shim, President Kim, Student Dean
Youngjong Woo, and Student Council President Caleb Lee.

This year, 62 new students were admitted, including 42 in the English
MDiv program and 8 in the DMin program. Many of them, especially
from Uganda and Myanmar, represent the university's growing global
community. Evangelia University continues its mission of equipping
servants of God for the church and the world, as a new generation of
leaders begins their journey in response to God’s call.
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From September 2 to 10, EU Graduate School of Theology
hosted an intensive Doctor of Ministry(D.Min) session on
campus, with classes running daily from 9:30 a.m. to 9:30 p.m.
Three courses were offered: Spiritual Formation for Christian
Leaders(Dr. Chahi Won), Bible and Confessions(Dr. Jin Heung
Kim), and Assertive & Beautiful Communication: Its Power
(Dr. Myungmi Yeo).

Seven students from Korea and five from Southern California
attended the lecture in person, while seven others joined
online. The session was marked by enthusiastic teaching and
active learning from both the professor and students.
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(Reflections on the Intensive D.Min Course)
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Over the course of two intensive weeks, I had the privilege of
completing three courses totaling nine credits in the Doctor of
Ministry(D.Min) program at Evangelia University, alongside 15
fellow students and our dedicated professors. Though the schedule
ran tightly from 9 AM to 9 PM each day, it was a time of deep
focus, spiritual enrichment, and meaningful learning.

In the mornings, Professors Myungki Yeo and Chunki Yeo led us
through Assertive Beautiful Communication Skills, offering both
theoretical and practical tools essential for caring for the wounded
in pastoral and missionary contexts. Afternoons were spent with
Professor Chahi Won in Spiritual Formation to Leaders, where we
explored leadership models of spiritual figures from both the Old
and New Testaments, gaining insights applicable to our own
ministries. In the evenings, Professor Jinheung Kim guided us
through Bible and Confessions, tracing the historical development
of faith confessions from ancient times through the medieval era to
the present, and helping us apply these truths to our pastoral and
missionary work.

The weekends we enjoyed water activities at Laguna Beach, and
worshiped at Grace Community Church(Rev. John MacArthur once
ministered). We were blessed by the loving service of three pastors’
wives, who prepared generous meals. Above all, the faithful
teaching and servant-hearted leadership of our professors made this
a season of abundant grace spiritually and physically. I am deeply
grateful for this experience.
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(Reflections on the Intensive D.Min Course)
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As a student in the Korean Doctor of Ministry (D.Min)
program, I am currently attending intensive lectures at the
Anaheim campus from 9:30 AM to 9:30 PM daily,
excluding meal breaks. The schedule is demanding, but the
learning experience is deeply rewarding.

Morning classes focus on pastoral counseling within the
framework of practical theology. In the afternoons, we
study biblical leadership and the historical development of
systematic theology. Each professor demonstrates deep
expertise in their field and teaches with passion and
integrity. The counseling and leadership instructors enrich
their lectures with clinical insights from ministry contexts
in the United States, while the systematic theology
professor provides a broader perspective by sharing trends
and denominational dynamics from Europe and the Anglo-
American world. Even though this is a Korean-language
program, the global scope of the curriculum is a significant
strength. As ministry in Korea continues to evolve, it is
essential to understand how other cultures have responded
to similar challenges. Comparing and integrating these
approaches helps us prepare for future changes in our own
context. I am sincerely grateful to all the professors and
staff for their dedication and service. Their efforts make
this journey both meaningful and transformative.
