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Global Distance Region Directors’ Meetings
Advancing an Integrated Student Advising Framework

To strengthen academic and holistic support for students
in global distance programs, the University convened Zoom
meetings with regional directors on December 8(Asia) and
December 18(Africa). The meetings brought together
representatives from Academic and Student Affairs, newly
appointed Director of Global Student Development Dr. Addy
Tschong, and regional leaders for distance education and
student advising. Participants shared regional perspectives
and discussed avenues for closer collaboration.

Discussions focused on establishing an integrated student
advising framework through coordination among faculty,
administrative offices, regional directors, and ministry
mentors, supporting students’ academic achievement,
personal and spiritual formation, and ministry and career
development. The University will enhance guidance at
admissions and orientation, implement regular advising
during the academic term, and formalize advising policies
and counseling and reporting documents.
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EU Holds End-of-Semester and Christmas Praise Service

On Thursday, December 11, Evangelia University concluded
the semester with an End-of-Semester Worship and Christmas
Praise Service. Centered on the theme “I am the light of the
world” (John 8:12), the service provided a meaningful time for
the university community to reflect on the significance of
Christmas and to offer praise and thanksgiving to God
together.
