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Evangelia University Launches 2026

Evangelia University(EU) launched 2026 with a strong start
with a series of key events, including New Year Faculty and
Staff Service, Academic Executive Retreat and Strategic
Planning Meeting, and the signing of a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) for global ministry collaboration.

On January 5, EU conducted its New Year Faculty and Staff
Service in a hybrid format, with participants joining both in-
person at the school auditorium and via Zoom. At the service,
President Jong Kuk Kim preached with a message “A New
Thing God Is Beginning,” based on Isaiah 43:18-19. His

message invited the

community to spiritual renewal and a

shared sense of mission for the year ahead. Faculty and staff
committed the coming year of teaching and ministry to God,
reaffirming their unity and dedication as one academic

community.

From January 12 to 14, EU held its Executive Faculty Retreat
and Strategic Planning Meeting, where leaders reviewed major

institutional

priorities

academic administration, student

support, and financial operations and clarified mid- and long-
term development strategies.

Also, in-depth discussion on the Lilly Grant projects, its
execution and implementation plans, establishing
strategic direction for EU's educational innovation and
global ministry expansion.

EU has entered into a Memorandum of Understanding
with World Grace Mission(WGM), led by Missionary
Hyun-Chul Kim, to advance strategic cooperation in
global ministry. Through this agreement, both institutions
commit to collaborating in the cultivation of emerging
Christian leaders across the Dominican Republic and the
wider Latin American region, with coordinated efforts in
theological education, ministerial training, and resource
integration.

Beginning on February 2, a two-week intensive Doctor
of Ministry(D.Min) module will convene at Dasan Central
Church in Namyangju. The program comprises three
courses Gospel and Cultural Engagement (Jong Kuk
Kim), Paul's Gospel Proclamation and Pastoral
Application (JongGil Byun), and An Educational
Approach to Ministry (Sung-Min Hwang).

Looking ahead to 2026, EU remains committed to its
identity as an academic community in which faith,
scholarship, and ministerial practice are integrally
connected. Under its missional vision, the institution will
continue to strengthen theological education and the
formation of ministry leaders equipped for a global era.
