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EU Signs MOU with the Presbyterian Church of Oceania

Evangelia University (President Dr. Jong Kuk Kim) signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the Presbyterian
Church of Oceania (Kosin) (Moderator Rev. Hak Jung Choi) on
June 10, 2026, during the 35th General Assembly of the
denomination held in Mui Ne, Vietnam.

Through this agreement, both institutions committed to expanding
cooperation in theological education, pastoral training, academic
research, and ministry exchange based on their shared Reformed
theological heritage and common roots in the Kosin tradition.

Evangelia University agreed to develop and provide educational
programs for pastors and lay leaders within the Presbyterian
Church of Oceania (Kosin), including scholarship opportunities and
various forms of academic support. The denomination agreed to
support the implementation and promotion of these programs. In
addition, both institutions agreed to collaborate through seminars,
conferences, and joint research projects in order to address
contemporary theological and ministry challenges.

The two institutions expressed their hope that this
partnership would serve as a meaningful step toward
strengthening churches and raising up future Christian
leaders.

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Certificate in Christian Ministry to Launch

EU is preparing to launch the Certificate in Christian
Ministry, a new non-degree program designed to equip lay
leaders serving in the English-speaking ministries of
diaspora churches. Scheduled to begin in September, the
program aims to train believers from diverse ethnic
backgrounds across the United States, grounding them in
gospel-centered theology while addressing the practical
needs of ministry.

All courses will be offered in English and in person,
structured across three 10-week terms, with students taking
two courses per term and meeting every Saturday morning.
The six-course curriculum covers essential areas such as
Christian worldview, biblical interpretation, preaching and
communication, multicultural ministry, and Christian
leadership.

The faculty composed of experienced practitioners and
scholars from multiethnic and multicultural contexts will
provide training that is both theologically rooted and
immediately applicable to ministry settings.
