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2026 Graduation Commencement Ceremony

EU held its 2026 Commencement Ceremony on May
28 at 3:00 PM, both in the university auditorium and
via Zoom. The commencement worship service was
presided over by Dean of Doctoral Programs Dr. Cha H
Won, with the sermon delivered by Rev. Ki Sung Lee,
President of the Korean Presbyterian Church in
America (Kosin). During the degree conferral ceremony
led by Vice President Dr. Soonhae Kang, President Dr.
Jong Kuk Kim exhorted the graduates to devote their
lives to serving the Gospel and the Church.

A total of 22 graduates from various countries across
Asia and Africa received their degrees and were
commissioned to their respective ministry fields. In
particular, Missionary Eunhye Lee, Co-Director of
World Grace Mission, was awarded the Honorary
Doctor of Missiology degree in recognition of her
distinguished contributions to international missions
and spiritual formation ministry.

The ceremony marked a meaningful milestone as
students from diverse cultural and national
backgrounds completed their academic and spiritual
journeys together and were commissioned as leaders
for global missions and church ministry. Connecting
onsite and online communities, the event also reflected
the fruit of global theological education and reaffirmed
EU’s vision of advancing international missions and
equipping the next generation of Christian leaders.
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Kosin Pastors’ Conference Held in Chicago

Korean American Kosin Pastors’ Conference was held from
May 4-7, 2026, at Jesurun Church under the theme, “Life
and Mission in Diaspora Ministry.” The conference was
jointly organized through the cooperation of the denomina-
tional theological committee and Evangelia University.

During the opening worship service, President Jong Kuk
Kim preached from Hebrews 11:8—16 under the title, “Living
as Pilgrims by Faith with the Hope of Heaven.” In addition,
Professor Youngjong Woo delivered a special lecture titled,
“Emotional Crisis and Restoration for Pastors.”

The conference also featured a variety of programs
designed to encourage pastors and strengthen both ministry
and teaching in diaspora church settings.
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EU Participates in the 2026 KWMC Mission Conference

From May 18-21, EU participated in the 2026 Korean
World Mission Council held at Queens Korean Church to
promote the university and strengthen its global ministry
network. The conference gathered missionaries and pastors
from mission fields around the world, where EU shared its
vision of raising next-generation leaders within the mission
field.

During the education track on the second day, President
Jong Kuk Kim delivered a lecture titled, “The Importance of
Educational Missions in the 21st-Century Mission Field and
Critical Strategies in the Age of Al.” Through the IMPACT
framework, he presented strategic directions for Christian
higher education in today’s rapidly changing mission
environment.

The conference also resulted in partnership inquiries and
collaboration proposals from seven overseas seminaries and
mission organizations, further strengthening EU’s role as a
global ministry-centered educational community.

Board members
participated both in person and online to review major
institutional matters.

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Student Spotlight: The Father Who Never Leaves

Joseph Loku Zakaria Modi(B.A. in Biblical Studies)

I was raised in a poor, non-Christian family in South
Sudan, and from an early age I knew what it meant to be
on my own. Though my parents were living, I grew up
without their care, and that abandonment shaped much of
my childhood. Today I am the only son left in my father's
house, having lost my siblings along the way, and I largely
live alone.

My life changed in 2019, during a youth revival in a
refugee settlement, when I came to personal faith in Jesus
Christ. Soon after, I was baptized in the Nile River in
Uganda, and my walk with Christ began to deepen through
discipleship and service. After years of feeling abandoned,
I had found a Father who would not leave me.

Since then, the Lord has steadily drawn me into ministry.
Through serving as a deacon, a youth leader, and a
Scripture Union chairperson, I have learned the
importance of servant leadership, consistent prayer, and
the joy of mentoring young believers. Youth ministry, in
particular, has shown me how vital it is to equip the next
generation with biblical truth and spiritual resilience.

That is what brought me to Evangelia University, where I
am now pursuing a B.A. in Biblical Studies. My vision is to
plant youth-focused ministries, train leaders, and go out
as a missionary longing to see revival among young
people and unity across denominations. I ask for prayer
for spiritual growth and endurance, for integrity and
protection, and for God's provision as I prepare for the
ministry He has set before me.
